(1) In subsection (a)—3

(A) by striking ‘‘twenty-six’’ and inserting4

‘‘thirty’’;5

(B) by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of para-6

graph (6);7

(C) by striking the period at the end of8

paragraph (7) and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and9

(D) by adding the following at the end:10

‘‘(8) Four appointed by the President from a panel11

of at least eight elected American Indian or Alaska Native12

tribal officials, of which at least four of such panel are13

submitted by the Committee on Resources of the House14

of Representatives and four of such panel are submitted15

by the Committee on Indian Affairs of the Senate.’’; and16
