To amend the National Foundation on the Arts and the

Humanities Act of 1965 to abolish the National Endow-

ment for the Arts and the National Council on the Arts.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Privatization of Art4

Act’’.5
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SEC. 2. TERMINATION OF THE NATIONAL ENDOWMENT FOR1

THE ARTS.2

Sections 5, 5A, and 6 of the National Foundation on3

the Arts and the Humanities Act of 1965 (42 U.S.C. 954,4

954A, 955) are repealed.5

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disposition of personnel, assets, liabilities, grants, con-1

tracts, property, records, and unexpended balances of ap-2

propriations, authorizations, allocations, and other funds3

held, used, arising from, available to, or to be made avail-4

able in connection with implementing the authorities ter-5

minated by the amendments made by this Act.6

SEC. 7. EFFECTIVE DATES.7

(a) GENERAL EFFECTIVE DATE.—Except as pro-8

vided in subsection (b), this Act shall take effect on the9

date of the enactment of this Act.10

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE OF AMENDMENTS.—Sections11

2, 3, 4, and 5 shall take effect on the first day of the12

first fiscal year beginning after the date of the enactment13

of this Act.14
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
