(A) Any international peacekeeping or peace-en-13

forcement operation that is not underway as of the14

date of the enactment of this Act and that is author-15

ized by the Security Council of the United Nations16

under chapter VI or VII of the Charter of the Unit-17

ed Nations.18

(B) Any other international peacekeeping or19

peace-enforcement operation that is not underway as20

of the date of the enactment of this Act.21

(C) Any deployment after the date of the enact-22

ment of this Act of United States ground forces in23

the territory of the former Yugoslavia above the level24

of such forces so deployed as of such date of enact-25
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ment, other than a deployment involving fewer than1

100 personnel.2

(D) Except as provided in paragraph (2), any3

international humanitarian assistance operation.4

(2) This section does not apply with respect to—5

(A) an international humanitarian assistance6

operation carried out in response to a disaster; or7

(B) any other international humanitarian as-8

sistance operation if the President reports to Con-9

gress that the estimated cost of such operation is10

less than $50,000,000.11

(c) CONSULTATION WITH CONGRESS.—(1) Consulta-12

tions under subsection (a) in the case of any operation13

shall be initiated before the initial deployment of United14

States Armed Forces units to participate in the operation15

and, whenever possible, at least 15 days before such de-16

ployment. However, if the President determines that the17

national security so requires, the President may delay the18

initiation of such consultations until after such initial de-19

ployment, but in no case may such consultations be initi-20

ated later than 48 hours after such deployment.21

(2) Such consultations shall include discussion of all22

of the following:23
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(A) The goals of the operation and the mission1

of any United States Armed Forces units involved in2

the operation.3

(B) The United States interests that will be4

served by the operation.5

(C) The estimated cost of the operation.6

(D) The strategy by which the President pro-7

poses to fund the operation, including possible sup-8

plemental appropriations or payments from inter-9

national organizations, foreign countries, or other10

donors.11

(E) The extent of involvement of armed forces12

and other contributions of personnel from other na-13

tions.14

(F) The anticipated duration and scope of the15

operation.16

(3) Such consultations shall continue on a periodic17

basis throughout the period of the deployment.18

(d) REQUESTS FOR EMERGENCY SUPPLEMENTAL19

APPROPRIATIONS.—Whenever there is a deployment of20

United States Armed Forces to perform an international21

humanitarian, peacekeeping, or peace-enforcement oper-22

ation, the President should seek emergency supplemental23

appropriations to meet the incremental costs to the De-24
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partment of Defense of that deployment not later than 901

days after the date on which such deployment commences.2

(e) COMMITTEES TO BE INCLUDED IN CONSULTA-3

TIONS.—The committees referred to in subsection (a) are4

the following:5

(1) The congressional defense committees.6

(2) The Committee on Foreign Relations of the7

Senate and the Committee on International Rela-8

tions of the House of Representatives.9

(3) The Select Committee on Intelligence of the10

Senate and the Permanent Select Committee on In-11

telligence of the House of Representatives.12

SEC. 8103. (a) LIMITATION ON TRANSFER OF DE-13

FENSE ARTICLES AND SERVICES.—Notwithstanding any14

other provision of law, none of the funds available to the15

Department of Defense for the current fiscal year may be16

obligated or expended to transfer to another nation or an17

international organization any defense articles or services18

(other than intelligence services) for use in the activities19

described in subsection (b) unless the congressional de-20

fense committees are notified 15 days in advance of such21

transfer.22

(b) COVERED ACTIVITIES.—(1) This section applies23

to—24
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(A) any international peacekeeping or peace-en-1

forcement operation under the authority of chapter2

VI or chapter VII of the United Nations Charter3

under the authority of a United Nations Security4

Council resolution; and5

(B) any other international peacekeeping,6

peace-enforcement, humanitarian, or disaster relief7

operation.8

(c) REQUIRED NOTICE.—A notice under subsection9

(a) shall include the following:10

(1) A description of the equipment, supplies, or11

services to be transferred.12

(2) A statement of the value of the equipment,13

supplies, or services to be transferred.14

(3) In the case of a proposed transfer of equip-15

ment or supplies—16

(A) a statement of whether the inventory17

requirements of all elements of the Armed18

Forces (including the reserve components) for19

the type of equipment or supplies to be trans-20

ferred have been met; and21

(B) a statement of whether the items pro-22

posed to be transferred will have to be replaced23

and, if so, how the President proposes to pro-24

vide funds for such replacement.25
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SEC. 8104. None of the funds available to the De-1

partment of Defense shall be obligated or expended for2

the purposes of deploying United States Armed Forces to3

participate in the implementation of a negotiated peace4

settlement in Bosnia-Herzegovina, unless such deployment5

is previously authorized by law.6

SEC. 8105. Except as expressly authorized by law or7

provided for specifically in an Act making appropriations8

for the Department of Defense, none of the funds available9

to the Department of Defense after December 1, 1995,10

for the current fiscal year or any fiscal year hereafter shall11

be available to support or otherwise provide funds for any12

program or activity (other than an intelligence program13

or activity) for which another Federal department or agen-14

cy has primary responsibility or which is a type of pro-15

gram or activity for which funds are customarily provided16

in appropriations available to another Federal department17

or agency. The limitation in the preceding sentence does18

not apply with respect to funds made available to another19

department or agency in accordance with section 1535 of20

title 31, United States Code.21

SEC. 8106. None of the funds available to the De-22

partment of Defense shall be obligated or expended to23

make a financial contribution to the United Nations for24

the cost of an United Nations peacekeeping activity25
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(whether pursuant to assessment or a voluntary contribu-1

tion) or for payment of any United States arrearage to2

the United Nations.3
