SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘PAC Limitation Act4

of 1995’’.5
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SEC. 2. BAN ON MULTICANDIDATE POLITICAL COMMITTEE1

CONTRIBUTIONS TO CANDIDATES IN ELEC-2

TIONS FOR FEDERAL OFFICE.3

Section 315(a)(2)(A) of the Federal Election Cam-4

paign Act of 1971 (2 U.S.C. 441a(a)(2)(A)) is amended5

to read as follows:6

‘‘(A) to any candidate and his authorized politi-7

cal committees with respect to any election for Fed-8

eral office;’’.9

SEC. 3. HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES ELECTION LIMITA-10

TION ON CONTRIBUTIONS FROM SOURCES11

OUTSIDE THE DISTRICT.12

Section 315 of the Federal Election Campaign Act13

of 1971 (2 U.S.C. 441a), is amended by adding at the14

end the following new subsection:15

‘‘(i) A candidate for the office of Representative in,16

or Delegate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress17

may not, with respect to a reporting period for an election,18

accept contributions from all sources outside the congres-19

sional district involved totaling in excess of the total of20

contributions accepted from individual residents of the21

congressional district involved.’’.22
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
