Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. RENEWAL TO HEIRS OF CERTAIN HISTORIC3

CABIN PERMITS IN THE MINERAL KING ADDI-4

TION OF THE SEQUOIA NATIONAL PARK.5

Section 314(d)(2) of the National Parks and Recre-6

ation Act of 1978 (16 U.S.C. 45f(d)(2)) is amended—7

(1) in subparagraph (B)—8
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(A) by striking ‘‘be reviewed by the Sec-1

retary, and may’’ in the first sentence; and2

(B) by inserting before the period at the3

end of the first sentence the following: ‘‘under4

the same terms and conditions as those con-5

tained in such lease or permit’’;6

(C) by striking ‘‘shall be reviewed’’ in the7

second sentence;8

(D) by striking ‘‘and may’’ in the second9

sentence and inserting in lieu thereof ‘‘shall’’;10

and11

(E) by striking ‘‘the date of enactment of12

this Act’’ in the third sentence and all that fol-13

lows and inserting in lieu thereof ‘‘November14

10, 1978, or their heirs, and any such lease or15

permit shall provide that the Secretary may ter-16

minate the lease or permit only for a breach of17

the specific conditions detailed in the lease or18

permit.’’; and19

(2) by adding at the end the following:20

‘‘(C) In the case of any lease or permit21

which—22

‘‘(i) was continued under subpara-23

graph (A);24
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‘‘(ii) was held by a person who died1

after November 10, 1978; and2

‘‘(iii) expired on or before the date of3

the enactment of this subparagraph with-4

out being renewed or extended under sub-5

paragraph (B),6

the Secretary shall grant a renewal or extension7

of such lease or permit to the heirs of the per-8

son in the same manner as leases and permits9

are renewed or extended under subparagraph10

(B) and under the same terms an conditions as11

those applicable to such leases or permits.’’.12
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
