Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
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SECTION 1. TRANSFER OF TATUM SALT DOME PROPERTY

TO STATE OF MISSISSIPPI.

(2) TrRANSFErR.—The Secretary of Energy shall
transfer, without compensation, to the State of Mississippi
the property known as the Tatum Dome Test Site, as gen-
erally depicted on the map numbered 301913.104.02 and
dated 6/25/93.

(b) ReMEDIATION.—The transfer under this Act
shall be made upon receipt of a certification from the Ad-
ministrator of the Environmental Protection Agency and
the State of Mississippi that any contamination of such
property has been remedied in accordance with applicable
Federal and State laws and regulations.

(c) RETAINED RIGHTS.—The transfer under this Act
shall be subject to each of the following rights to be re-
tained by the United States:

(1) Retention by the United States of the sub-
surface estate below a specified depth. The specified
depth shall be 2700 feet below sea level unless a
lesser depth is agreed upon by the Secretary of En-
ergy and the State of Mississippi.

(2) Retention by the United States of rights of
access, by easement or otherwise, for purposes of
monitoring wells for sampling.

(3) Retention by the United States of the right

to install wells additional to those identified in the
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remediation plan to the extent such additional wells
are deemed necessary by the Secretary of Energy to
monitor potential pathways of contaminant migra-
tion. Such wells shall be in such locations as speci-

fied by the Secretary of Energy.
