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(b) CoNsuLTATION.—Fo0r purposes of any exercise of
the authority provided in section 583(a) of the Foreign
Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1994 and 1995

written policy justification dated June 1, 1995, and sub-
mitted to the Congress in accordance with section
583(b)(1) of such Act, and the consultations associated
with such policy justification, shall be deemed to satisfy

the requirements of section 583(b)(1) of such Act.
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
