SECTION 1. REDUCTION IN FISCAL YEAR 1996 INTEL-3

LIGENCE BUDGET.4

(a) REDUCTION.—The amount obligated for activities5

for which funds are authorized to be appropriated in the6

Intelligence Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1996 may7

not exceed the amount appropriated for such activities for8

fiscal year 1996 pursuant to such authorizations reduced9

by $1,000,000,000.10
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(b) IDENTIFICATION OF AMOUNTS.—The President1

shall identify the accounts and the specific programs from2

which reductions required by subsection (a) shall be made.3

Amounts identified for such reductions shall not be avail-4

able for obligation for any other purpose.5
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
