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SECTION 1. REPEAL OF REQUIREMENT FOR DISCHARGE

OF THE ARMED FORCES.
Section 567 of the National Defense Authorization
Act for Fiscal Year 1996 is repealed and the provisions
of section 1177 of title 10, United States Code (and the
item relating to that section in the table of sections at
the beginning of chapter 59 of such title), as amended by
that section 567, are hereby amended so as to read as
in effect on the day before the date of the enactment of
