SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Federal Tea Tasters4

Repeal Act of 1996’’.5

SEC. 2. REPEAL OF TEA IMPORTATION ACT OF 1897.6

repealed.8

SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE.9
