Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. AMENDMENT TO TITLE 18.
Section 3006A of title 18, United States Code, is

amended—

(1) in subsection (d)—
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(A) by redesignating paragraphs (4), (5),
and (6) as paragraphs (5), (6), and (7), respec-
tively; and
(B) by inserting after paragraph (3) the
following:

“(4) DISCLOSURE OF FEES.—The amounts
paid under this subsection, for representation in any
case, shall be made available to the public.”’; and

(2) in subsection (e) by adding at the end the
following:

“(4) DISCLOSURE OF FEES.—The amounts

paid under this subsection for services in any case

shall be made available to the publie.”.
SEC. 2. FEES AND EXPENSES IN CAPITAL CASES.

Section 408(q)(10) of the Controlled Substances Act
(21 U.S.C. 848(q)(10)) is amended to read as follows:

“(10)(A) Compensation shall be paid to attorneys ap-
pointed under this subsection at a rate of not less than
$75, and not more than $125, per hour for in-court and
out-of-court time. Fees and expenses shall be paid for in-
vestigative, expert, and other reasonably necessary serv-
ices authorized under paragraph (9) at the rates and in
the amounts authorized under section 3006A of title 18,

United States Code.
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“(B) The amounts paid under this paragraph for
services in any case shall be made available to the public.”.
SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE.

The amendments made by this Act apply to cases
commenced on or after the date of the enactment of this

Act.
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
