Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Breast—Cancer Re-
search Stamp Act”.

SEC. 2. SPECIAL POSTAGE STAMPS.
(a) IN GENERAL.—In order to afford the public a

convenient way to contribute to funding for breast—cancer
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1 research, the United States Postal Service shall establish
2 a special rate of postage for first—class mail under this
3 section.

4 (b) HiIGHER RATE.—The rate of postage established

5 wunder this section—

6 (1) shall be 1 cent higher than the rate that
7 would otherwise apply;
8 (2) may be established without regard to any
9 procedures under chapter 36 of title 39, United
