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“Not later than December 31, 1996,
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(b) FUNDING.—From amounts appropriated to the
Department of Veterans Affairs for each of fiscal years
1996 and 1997 for the payment of compensation and pen-
sion, the amount of $75,000 is hereby made available for
the activities of the Veterans’ Claims Adjudication Com-
mission under title IV of the Veterans’ Benefits Improve-
ments Act of 1994 (Public Law 103-446; 108 Stat.
