‘‘(5) in the case of any intentional excavation or7

removal of Native American human remains for pur-8

poses of study, such remains are excavated or re-9

moved after written consent is obtained from—10

‘‘(A) lineal descendants, if known or read-11

ily ascertainable; or12

‘‘(B) the appropriate Indian tribe or Na-13

tive Hawaiian organization.’’.14

and inserting a period and the following: ‘‘With re-21

spect to tribal lands, such notification shall be pro-22

vided to the appropriate Indian tribe or Native Ha-23

waiian organization,’’; and24
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(2) in paragraph (2), by adding at the end the1

following: ‘‘Any person or entity that disposes of or2

controls any such cultural item shall adhere to the3

applicable requirements of subsection (c).’’.4
