SECTION 1. AMENDMENT.3

Paragraph (1) of section 6901 of title 31, United4

States Code, is amended—5
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(1) by striking ‘‘means land owned by the Unit-1

ed States Government—’’ and inserting in lieu2

thereof ‘‘means—3

‘‘(A) land owned by the United States Gov-4

ernment—’’;5

(2) by redesignating subparagraphs (A) through6

(G) as clauses (i) through (vii), respectively, and7

moving such clauses (as so redesignated) 2 ems to8

the right;9

(3) by striking the period at the end and insert-10

ing in lieu thereof ‘‘; and’’; and11

(4) by adding at the end the following new sub-12

paragraph:13

‘‘(B) land held in trust by the United14

States Government for the benefit of an Indian15

tribe (as defined in section 4 of the Indian Self16

Determination and Education Assistance Act17

(25 U.S.C. 450b)) which—18

‘‘(i) is not, or part of, an Indian res-19

ervation; and20

‘‘(ii) is taken into trust on or after21

January 1, 1997.’’.22
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
