Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by striking subsection

(e) (relating to termination) and by redesignating sub-
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section (f) as subsection (e).
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(b) CoNFORMING AMENDMENT.—Subsection (a) of
section 104 of the Tax Extension Act of 1991 is amended
by striking paragraph (2).

(¢) EFFecTiVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply to taxable years beginning after

December 31, 1991.
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
