(a) REVENUE INSTRUCTION IN THE HOUSE.—For11

the purposes of the compliance with reconciliation direc-12

tions in the House under subsections (a), (b), and (c) of13

section 310 of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974,14

subclause (II) of section 105(a)(2)(B)(xii) of the Concur-15

rent Resolution on the Budget for Fiscal Year 1996 shall16

be deemed to read as follows:17

‘‘(II) The House Committee on Ways18

and Means shall report changes in laws19

within its jurisdiction such that the total20

level of revenues for that committee for fis-21

cal year 2002 is not less than22

$1,295,840,000,000 and for fiscal years23

1996 through 2002 is not less than24
