RESOLUTION

Expressing the sense of the Congress that the Department
of Education should play a more active role in monitor-
ing and enforcing compliance with the provisions of the

Higher Education Act of 1965 related to campus crime.
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Whereas crime on our Nation’s college campuses is a growing

concern among students, parents, and educators;

Whereas Congress passed the Student Right to Know and
Campus Security Act in 1990 so that students and par-

Whereas Congress was particularly concerned with the timely
