SECTION 1. REDUCTION IN NUMBER OF PROGRAMS COV-
ERED BY EACH REGULAR APPROPRIATION
BILL.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Rule XXI of the Rules of the
House of Representatives is amended by adding at the end
the following new clause:

“9. (a) No provision shall be reported in any general
appropriation bill containing the regular appropriations

for any part of the Government for a fiscal year, or shall
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be in order as an amendment thereto, if the provision or
amendment contains the regular appropriations for any
other part of the Government for the fiscal year.

“(b) For purposes of paragraph (a), the term ‘part
of the Government’ means any of the following, based on
the jurisdictions of the subcommittees of the Committee
on Appropriations for the 104th Congress:

(1) Agriculture.
(2) Rural development.
