U.S.C. 1758(f)(2)) is amended by striking subparagraph6

(D) and inserting the following:7

‘‘(D) USE OF ANY REASONABLE APPROACH.—8

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—A school may use any rea-9

sonable approach to meet the requirements of this10

paragraph, including—11

‘‘(I) using the school nutrition meal pat-12

tern in effect for the 1994–1995 school year;13

and14

‘‘(II) using any of the approaches de-15

scribed in subparagraph (C).16

‘‘(ii) NUTRIENT ANALYSIS.—The Secretary may17

not require a school to conduct or use a nutrient18

analysis to meet the requirements of this para-19
