Whereas the 1995 Women’s World Cup tournament was

broadcast to millions of fans in 67 nations;

Whereas the United States Soccer Federation is attempting
to bring the 1999 Women’s World Cup tournament to
the United States;

Whereas the United States is capable of meeting all of the

requirements of a host country, including financing,
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transportation, security, communication, and physical ac-

commodations;

Whereas the United States successfully hosted the 1994
Men’s World Cup tournament in nine cities throughout

the Nation; and

Whereas the 1999 Women’s World Cup tournament will con-
tribute to national and international goodwill because the
tournament will bring people from many nations together

in friendly competition: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Senate—

(1) recognizes and supports the efforts of the
United States Soccer Federation to bring the 1999
Women’s World Cup tournament to the United
States; and

(2) requests that the President of the United
States designate appropriate Federal agencies to

work with the Umited States Soccer Federation to
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meet the Federation Internationale de Football As-
