States within seven years after the date of its submission8

for ratification:9

‘‘An Officer of the United States having the respon-2

sibilities of the Attorney General as they exist under law3

as of the date of ratification of this article, and as they4

may be augmented by subsequent legislation, shall be5

elected by the people of the United States whenever an6

election for the President is held.’’.7
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
