SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Methamphetamine4

Elimination Act’’.5

SEC. 2. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.6

There is authorized to be appropriated to the Attor-7

ney General, to make grants to the California Bureau of8

Narcotics Enforcement for the purposes of implementing9

that Bureau’s methamphetamine strategy, $18,200,00010
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for fiscal 1998 and $12,900,000 for each of the 5 succeed-1

ing fiscal years. The Attorney General shall make grants2

under this section to the full extent of sums appropriated3

to carry out this section.4
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
