The Administrator of the Drug Enforcement Admin-8

istration shall submit to Congress an annual report on the9

number of Federal arrests for crack cocaine and powder10

cocaine offenses, according to the age, gender, and race11

of the persons arrested, and including the amounts of con-12

trolled substance involved in the offense for which each13

arrest is made.14
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
