Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. WAIVER OF TIME LIMITATIONS.3

The time limitations set forth in section 2401 of title4

28, United States Code, shall not apply with respect to5

any claims by Lawrence E. Hall, Jr. and Nancy T. Hall6

against the United States arising out of the mortgage held7

by the Department of Agriculture (formerly held by the8

Farmers Home Administration) on their home at 1 East9

Public Street, Assonet, Massachusetts.10
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SEC. 2. DEADLINE.1

Section 1 shall apply only with respect to claims sub-2

mitted by Lawrence E. Hall, Jr. and Nancy T. Hall, or3

their authorized representatives, within 1 year after the4

date of the enactment of this Act.5

SEC. 3. ABEYANCE OF FORECLOSURE.6

The Department of Agriculture shall not foreclose7

upon the mortgage described in section 1 until the later8

of 1 year after the date of the enactment of this Act or9

the final resolution of the claims described in section 2.10
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
