(a) ACCEPTANCE OF APPLICATION.—Notwithstand-5

ing any deadline established by the Secretary of Education6

under subsection (c) of section 8005 of the Elementary7

and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7705),8

and without regard to paragraphs (1)(A), (2), and (3) of9

subsection (d) of that section, the Secretary shall accept,10

as if timely received, an application from the Maconaquah11

School Corporation, Bunker Hill, Indiana, under section12

8003 of that Act for fiscal year 1996.13

(b) TREATMENT OF DATA IN APPLICATION.—Not-14

withstanding any other provision of law, the Secretary of15
