SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

(1) in the heading for subpart 2, by striking8

‘‘Civilian Federal Law Enforcement’’ and9

inserting ‘‘Public Safety’’;10

(2) in section 1211(l), by striking ‘‘civilian Fed-11

eral law enforcement’’ and inserting ‘‘public safety’’;12

(3) in section 1212(a)(1)(A), by striking ‘‘Fed-13

eral law enforcement’’ and inserting ‘‘public safety’’;14

(4) in section 1216(a), by inserting ‘‘and each15

dependent of a public safety officer killed in the line16

of duty on or after October 1, 1997,’’ after ‘‘1992,’’.17

(5) in section 1217—18

(A) by striking paragraph (2); and19

(B) by redesignating paragraphs (3) and20

(4) as (2) and (3), respectively.21
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
