Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Brady Voluntary Com-
pliance Act”.

SEC. 2. GRANT REDUCTION.

(a) GRANT REDUCTION FOR NONCOMPLIANCE.—Sec-
tion 506 of title I of the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe
Streets Act of 1968 is amended by adding at the end the
following:

“(2) BACKGROUND CHECK.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The funds available under
this part for a State shall be reduced by 25 percent
and redistributed under paragraph (2) unless the
State has in effect throughout the State a law which
requires that a background check of the type de-
seribed in section 922(s) of title 18, United States
Code, be conducted in connection with the purchase
of a handgun by any individual from a licensed fire-
arms dealer in such State.

“(2) REDISTRIBUTION.—Any funds available
for redistribution shall be redistributed to participat-
ing States that have in effect a law referred to in
paragraph (1).

“(3) ComPLIANCE.—The Attorney General

shall issue regulations to ensure compliance with the

requirements of paragraph (1).”.
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(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 506(a) of
title I of the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets Act

)

of 1968 is amended by striking ‘“‘subsection (f),” and in-
serting “‘subsections (f) and (g),”.

(¢) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
subsection (a) shall take effect on February 1, 1998.
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
