SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Medicare Investment4

Act’’.5

SEC. 2. USE OF FUNDS FOR MEDICARE.6

All funds received by the Federal Government from7

the Federal legislation implementing any portion of a na-8

tional tobacco industry settlement, in excess of those spent9

on programs specifically designated to receive funds by the10
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terms of such legislation, shall be obligated for the ex-1

penses under part A of the Medicare program under title2

XVIII of the Social Security Act.3
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
