pears.

(2) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 319
of such Act (2 U.S.C. 441¢) 1s amended in the head-
ing by inserting “AND EXPENDITURES’ after “CON-
TRIBUTIONS”.

SEC. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE.
The amendments made by this Act shall apply with
respect to contributions or expenditures made on or after

the date of the enactment of this Act.
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
