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SECTION 1. AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL EXCEPTIONS1

TO IMPOSITION OF PENALTIES FOR PROVID-2

ING INDUCEMENTS TO BENEFICIARIES.3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subparagraph (B) of section4

1128A(i)(6) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1320a–5

7a(i)(6)) is amended to read as follows:6

‘‘(B) any permissible payment practice as7

specified in section 1128B(b)(3) or in regula-8

tions issued by the Secretary;’’.9

1128A(i)(6)(A)’’.13

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by14

this section shall take effect on the date of the enactment15

of this Act.16

(d) INTERIM FINAL RULEMAKING AUTHORITY.—The17

Secretary of Health and Human Services may promulgate18

regulations that take effect on an interim basis, after no-19

tice and pending opportunity for public comment, in order20

to implement the amendments made by this section in a21

timely manner.22
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
