(a) NATIONAL PROGRAMS FOR FAMILIES OF PUBLIC8

of public safety officers who have died in the line of duty.’’.6

(b) ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISION.—Section 1205 of7

Part L of the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets8

Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3796c) is amended by adding at9

the end the following new subsection:10

‘‘(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the11

Bureau is authorized to use appropriated funds to conduct12

appeals of public safety officers’ death and disability13

claims.’’.14
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
