(a) APPLICATION OF MINERAL LEASING ACT.—Not-5

withstanding the provisions of section 4 of the 1964 Public6
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Land Sale Act (Public Law 88–608, 78 Stat. 988), the1

Federal reserved mineral interests in lands conveyed under2

that Act by United States land patents No. 49–71–00593

and No. 49–71–0065 shall be subject to the operation of4

the Mineral Leasing Act (30 U.S.C. 181 et seq.).5

(b) ENTRY.—Any person who acquires any lease6

under the Mineral Leasing Act for the interests referred7

to in subsection (a) may exercise the right to enter re-8

served to the United States and persons authorized by the9

United States in the patents conveying the lands described10

in subsection (a) by occupying so much of the surface11

thereof as may be required for all purposes reasonably in-12

cident to the exploration for, and extraction and removal13

of, the leased minerals by either of the following means:14
