Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. PROHIBITION AGAINST POSSESSION OR TRANS-

FER OF NON-SPORTING HANDGUNS.
(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 922 of title 18, United

States Code, is amended by adding at the end the
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following:
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“(v)(1) It shall be unlawful for any person to possess
or transfer a non-sporting handgun which has been
shipped or transported in interstate or foreign commerce.

“(2) Paragraph (1) shall not apply to the continuous
and otherwise lawful possession of a non-sporting handgun
by a person during any period that began before the effec-
tive date of this subsection.”.

(b) NON-SPORTING HANDGUN DEFINED.—Section
