year after December 30, 1997, the Commis-8

sioner of Social Security shall adjust the rates9
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applicable under subparagraph (B) by the per-1

centage increase which is applicable to the pri-2

mary insurance amount under section 215(i) of3

the Social Security Act effective for benefits4

payable in January of such calendar year.’’.5
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
