Whereas from its humble beginnings at the Boston YMCA,

as its founder and first director, Franklin Palmer Speare,

remarked, ‘‘We started with an eraser and two sticks of

chalk’’, Northeastern University has evolved into a na-

tionally recognized university offering educational oppor-

tunities to a diverse student body from the city, the com-

monwealth, and around the world;

Whereas in 1912 President William Howard Taft laid the

cornerstone for the present-day campus, which was ex-
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panded in 1929 when the Boston Red Sox departed for

a ‘‘new’’ Fenway Park;

Whereas Northeastern University has distinguished itself as

the preeminent practice-oriented university, serving as

the national model for cooperative education, where class-

room education and professional experience are success-

fully combined;

Whereas Northeastern University is emerging as a prominent
