In the House of Representatives, U.S.,
June 18, 1998.

Resolved, That upon the adoption of this resolution it

shall be in order without intervention of any point of order

to consider in the House the resolution (H. Res. 463) to es-

tablish the Select Committee on U.S. National Security and

Military/Commercial Concerns With the People’s Republic of

China. The resolution shall be considered as read for amend-

ment. The amendment in the nature of a substitute rec-

ommended by the Committee on Rules now printed in the

resolution shall be considered as adopted. The resolution, as

amended, shall be debatable for one hour equally divided and

controlled by the chairman and ranking minority member of

the Committee on Rules. The previous question shall be con-

sidered as ordered on the resolution, as amended, to final

adoption without intervening motion.
