ness designated by section 2 of Public Law 94-199 (16

U.S.C. 460ge—1) to exclude Forest Service Road 3965
from the wilderness area so that the road may continue
to be used by motorized vehicles to its historical terminus
at Squirrel Prairie, as was the original intent of the Con-
oress. The road shall continue to be included in the Hells

Canyon National Recreation Area also established by such

Act.
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
