inserting ‘‘2.65 percent’’,8

(2) in clause (ii), by striking ‘‘2.2 percent’’ and9

inserting ‘‘3.2 percent’’, and10

(3) in clause (iii), by striking ‘‘2.75 percent’’11

and inserting ‘‘3.75 percent’’.12

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by13

subsections (a) and (b) shall apply to amounts paid or in-14

curred after June 30, 1998.15
