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‘‘(5) BASIC FORMULA PRICE.—In carrying out1

this subsection and section 8c(5) of the Agricultural2

Adjustment Act (7 U.S.C. 608c(5)), reenacted with3

amendments by the Agricultural Marketing Agree-4

ment Act of 1937, the Secretary shall use as factors5

that are used to determine the basic formula price6

for milk and any other milk price regulated by the7

Secretary—8

‘‘(A) the price of feed grains, including the9

cost of concentrates, byproducts, liquid whey,10

hay, silage, pasture, and other forage; and11

‘‘(B) other cash expenses, including the12

cost of hauling, artificial insemination, veteri-13

nary services and medicine, bedding and litter,14

marketing, custom services and supplies, fuel,15

lubrication, electricity, machinery and building16

repairs, labor, association fees, and assess-17

ments.’’.18
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
