SECTION 1. MINIMUM ALLOCATION.3

(a) FISCAL YEAR 1998 AND THEREAFTER.—Section4

157(a) of title 23, United States Code, is amended by add-5

ing at the end the following:6

‘‘(5) FISCAL YEAR 1998 AND THEREAFTER.—In7

fiscal year 1998 and each fiscal year thereafter, on8

October 1, or as soon as possible thereafter, the Sec-9
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retary shall allocate among the States amounts suffi-1

cient to ensure that a State’s percentage of the total2

apportionments in each fiscal year and allocations3

for the prior fiscal year from funds made available4

out of the Highway Trust Fund is not less than 1005

percent of the percentage of estimated tax payments6

attributable to highway users in the State paid into7

the Highway Trust Fund in the latest fiscal year for8

which data are available.’’.9

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 157(a)(4)10

of title 23, United States Code, is amended by striking11

the paragraph designation and all that follows before ‘‘on12

October 1’’ and inserting the following:13

‘‘(4) FISCAL YEARS 1992–1997.—In each of fis-14

cal years 1992 through 1997,’’.15
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
