Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. INCREASED FUNDING FOR CHILD CARE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 418(a) of the Social Secu-
rity Act (42 U.S.C. 618(a)) is amended by striking para-
eraph (3) and inserting the following:
