cluding a common belief in democratic principles, a com-
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mitment to international cooperation, and promotion of

enhanced trade and cultural ties: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Senate—1

(1) congratulates President Chandrika2

Bandaranaike Kumaratunga and the people of the3

Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka on the4

celebration of 50 years of independence;5

(2) expresses best wishes to the Government6

and people of the Democratic Socialist Republic of7

Sri Lanka as they celebrate their national day of8

independence on February 4, 1998; and9

(3) looks forward to continued cooperation and10

friendship with the Government and people of the11

Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka in the12

years ahead.13
