Resolved,

SECTION 1. PRINTING OF THE HISTORY MANUSCRIPT OF
THE REPUBLICAN POLICY COMMITTEE IN
COMMEMORATION OF ITS 50TH ANNIVER-
SARY.

(a) IN GENERAL.—There shall be printed as a Senate
document the book entitled, “A History of the Senate Re-

publican Policy Committee, 1947-1997,” prepared by the
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Senate Historical Office under the supervision of the Sec-
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retary of the Senate, with the concurrence of the United
States Senate Republican Policy Committee.

(b) SPECIFICATIONS.—The Senate document de-
scribed 1n subsection (a) shall mclude illustrations and
shall be in the style, form, manner, and binding as di-
rected by the Joint Committee on Printing after consulta-
tion with the Secretary of the Senate.

(¢) NUMBER OF CoPIES.—In addition to the usual

number of copies, there shall be printed with suitable bind-

ing the lesser of—

(1) 1,000 copies for use of the Senate, to be al-
located as determined by the Secretary of the Sen-
ate; or

(2) a number of copies that does not have a
total production and printing cost of more than
$1,200.

SEC. 2. PRINTING OF THE HISTORY MANUSCRIPT OF THE
DEMOCRATIC POLICY COMMITTEE IN COM-
MEMORATION OF ITS 50TH ANNIVERSARY.

(a) IN GENERAL.—There shall be printed as a Senate
document the book entitled, “A History of the Senate
Democratic Policy Committee, 1947-1997,” prepared by
the Senate Historical Office under the supervision of the
Secretary of the Senate, with the concurrence of the

United States Senate Democratic Policy Committee.
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(b) SPECIFICATIONS.—The Senate document de-
scribed 1n subsection (a) shall include illustrations and
shall be i the style, form, manner, and binding as di-
rected by the Joint Committee on Printing after consulta-
tion with the Secretary of the Senate.

(¢) NUMBER OF CoPIES.—In addition to the usual
number of copies, there shall be printed with suitable bind-
ing the lesser of—

(1) 1,000 copies for the use of the Senate, to
be allocated as determined by the Secretary of the
Senate; or

(2) a number of copies that does not have a
total production and printing cost of more than

$1,200.
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
