Whereas Greece and Turkey, two longstanding allies of the

United States and North Atlantic Treaty Organization

(NATO) partners, have each recently suffered dev-

astating earthquakes;

Whereas Greece and Turkey have unresolved issues that have

led to tensions in the past;
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Whereas Greece and Turkey, in an unprecedented fashion,

were the first to respond to these tragedies by providing

their neighboring country with humanitarian assistance

and rescue relief that ultimately reduced the number of

casualties;

Whereas Greece and Turkey were successful in putting aside

their differences in order to respond swiftly to these cri-

ses; and

Whereas Greece and Turkey have held successful talks to

begin to resolve their issues of disagreement: Now, there-

fore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate1

concurring), That the Congress—2

(2) encourages the United States to continue its7

efforts in aiding both countries as they seek to re-8

(3) recognizes the renewed spirit of cooperation10

and the importance of the talks between Greece and11

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(4) encourages Greece and Turkey to persevere1

in resolving outstanding issues between the two2

countries.3
