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SECTION 1. USE OF SOLANO PROJECT FACILITIES FOR

NONPROJECT WATER.

(a) AUTHORIZATION.—The Secretary of the Interior
is authorized to enter into contracts with the Solano Coun-
ty Water Agency, or any of its member unit contractors
for water from the Solano Project, California, pursuant
to the Act of February 21, 1911 (43 U.S.C. 523), for—

(1) the impounding, storage, and carriage of
nonproject water for domestic, municipal, industrial,
and other beneficial purposes, using any facilities as-
sociated with the Solano Project, California; and

(2) the exchange of water among Solano

Project contractors, for the purposes set forth in

paragraph (1), using facilities associated with the

Solano Project, California.
