Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Discrimination Judg-
ment Protection Act of 19997,

SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS.

Section 522 of title 11, United States Code, is
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amended—
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(1) in the 1st sentence of subsection (b) by in-
serting before the period at the end the following:
“, and, in addition to the property so listed, any payment
on account of a claim of the debtor for unlawful discrimi-
nation based on race, color, religion, national origin, or
eender”, and
(2) in subsection (d)(11)(D) by striking *, not
to exceed $15,000.”.
SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATE; APPLICATION OF AMENDMENTS.
