AMENDMENT:

Page 4, after line 2, insert:

(3) COMPETITIVE BIDDING GUIDELINES.—As a
condition of the receipt of a grant under subsection
(a), the Secretary of the Interior shall require that the
grant recipient comply with sections 303, 3034, and
303B of the Federal Property and Administrative
Services Act of 1949 (41 U.S.C. 253-253b) as imple-

mented by the Federal Acquisition Regulation issued
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pursuant to section 25 of the Office of Federal Pro-
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curement Policy Act (41 U.S.C. 421) in planning, de-
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signing, and constructing the interpretive center.
