SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Medicare Common4

Sense Hospital Payment Act of 1999’’.5

(1) in subparagraph (I)(ii), by striking ‘‘not8

(2) by striking subparagraph (J).11

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by12

subsection (a) apply to discharges occurring on or after13

October 1, 1999.14
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
