(b) DEFINITION OF PROPERTY USED IN THE GEN-9

ERATION OF ELECTRICITY.—Subsection (i) of section 16810

of such Code is amended by adding at the end the fol-11

lowing new paragraph:12

‘‘(15) PROPERTY USED IN THE GENERATION OF13

ELECTRICITY.—The term ‘property used in the gen-14

eration of electricity’ means property used in nuclear15

power production of electricity for sale, property16

used in hydraulic power production of electricity for17

sale, property used in steam power production of18

electricity for sale, and property used in combustion19

turbine production of electricity for sale.’’20

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by21

this section shall apply to property placed in service after22

the date of the enactment of this Act.23
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
